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Once his shishyaas mixed poison in the paramanna
which was kept for naivedya. During Mangalarathi, he
observed that the idol of Sri Ramachandra turned
black. Inspite of his shishyaas compelling not to take
the prasada, he took the same poison mixed food,
which was kept for naivedya. But the paramanugraha
of Sriramachandra ensured nothing on him. That is
why in the Charamashloka it is said
“naivedyagaviSham”.

3. Anugraha to a muslim nawaab - Once a Nawaab,
named Bhairam Khan of Savanoor, built an house for
him. But a snake was preventing to enter the house.
So, Bhairamkhan approached Sri Satyabodharu, who
did the pooja of Sriramachandra devaru for three days
In that house. On the third day, the snake came in the
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disguise of a Brahmin and told about the wealth in that
house and instructed the Nawaab to retain only 1/4"
portion and to and to handover the remaining 3/4"
portion to Sreemutt and disappeared. The nawaab did
so and all his problems were solved.
